Farewell to Dean Moore

Sometimes miracles happen when you least expect them. | never would have
thought in a million years that | would be able to visit another country outside of the
boundaries of my imagination, but it happened. Because of the generous hearts of
individuals in the Study Abroad office, the Department of Africana Studies and a
host of businesses and friends from Raleigh and my home town of Henderson, NC,
my dream of returning to Africa to explore my beginnings and that of my ancestors
became a reality. For this experience and opportunity, | am forever grateful.

While abroad in Ghana, West Africa, | experienced things that few read about in
books. | walked through the same slave castles in El Mina and Cape Coast that
held my ancestors in bondage until they were taken in chains to an unknown land.
| examined the “Slave River” where Africans took their own people for their last
bath before being transported to the castles for sale, like simple commodities. |
weaved Kente cloth in the villages and printed the many Adrinkra symbols of my
heritage. | ate foods unprocessed, straight from Mother Earth’s vines. | sweltered
in the heat of the day on walks through EI Mina and Accra, realizing the ungrateful-
ness | have for the luxuries of western life and all the things that | take for granted. However, | not only saw, but | encountered.

Too many times we tend to only see. We see what's on television or in a magazine
without taking into account whose lenses we are looking through. | finally had the op-
portunity to look at the people of Africa through their lenses, not the lenses of another. |
walked with people in the streets selling freshly made plantain chips and sugar cane to
make money. | encountered children who were tied to their mother’s backs, never cry-
ing, simply happy to be next to her, feeling that oneness they once felt in the womb. |
talked with college students who came from villages without running water or lights, yet
their lives were filled with love and happiness. | learned of Ghana'’s fight for true de-
mocracy and about their first president Dr. Kwame Nkrumabh'’s love for his nation. Most
of all | learned that no one can judge someone else with their own standards.

Africa taught me a lot about myself, my heritage, and the flaws in my own understand-
-~ ing of the world. | am proud to say that the person who landed in Ghana on February

new teacher, and a new African American with knowledge and understanding that | will share with anyone who will listen. | now wait
in anticipation of the opportunity to share my experiences with others.

On January 5", my student teaching semester officially began, foretelling many re-
warding experiences and teachable moments to come. During Phase |, | was able to familiarize myself with how things worked at the
school and my specific classroom. After the first week, | was able to pick up two Social Studies classes and continue the study of East
and Southern Africa. As Phase Il came and went, | was somewhat apprehensive about Phase Ill. In Phase llI, | assumed full respon-
sibility of the classroom. From PLC meetings and Parent/Teacher conferences to faculty meetings and basketball games, | soon

As | enter Phase IV of my student teaching semester, | have realized that education IS the field
that | belong in. My initial decision, made ten years ago, has been confirmed. My experience as
a student teacher has been an eye-opening and rewarding one. This experience has helped
me to see the many changes that has taken place within school systems since | was in middle
school. But one thing that has remained the same is the dire need for GOOD qualified teach-
ers, especially minority and male ones . Throughout the entire experience, the importance of
three key words have played a major role in the outcome of my Student Teaching experience--
consistency, compassion and courage . The importance of remaining consistent and diligent
in my work; the genuine compassion that is truly needed to reach students; and the courage to
be different as | remain who | am.

For future student teachers, you will hear many stories about student teaching. Go into the se-
mester with an open heart and mind, like a sponge waiting to soak up new information and per-
spectives. And always remember who you are in the classroom. | wish next year’s Student
Teachers the very best experience and learn to truly own it.
